Why are the reports about Jesus called “the Gospel”, “the 
Good News”?  
 
Without the Gospels we would not know that God sends his Son 
to us men out of his infinite love, so that despite our sins we 
might find our way back to eternal fellowship with God. The 
reports about the life, death, and Resurrection of Jesus are the 
best news in the world. They testify that the Jew who was born 
in Bethlehem, Jesus of Nazareth, is “Son of the living God” (Mt 
16:16) made man. He was sent by the Father so that “all men 
might be saved and come to the knowledge of the truth” (cf. 1 
Tim 2:4). In the Roman catacombs we find an ancient Christian 
secret sign that was a profession of faith in Christ: the word 
ICHTHYS (= fish). If you spell the word out, each letter serves 
as the beginning of the Greek words Iesous, Christos, THeou (= 
of God), hYios (= Son), and Soter (= Savior). ICHTHYS 
ZONTON means: Fish of Life.  
 
 What does the name “Jesus” mean?  
 
Jesus means in Hebrew “God saves.” In the Acts of the Apostles 
Peter says, “There is no other name under heaven given among 
men by which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12). This is essentially 
the message that all missionaries brought to people. That is one 
of the reasons why I believe in Christianity: it is a religion that 
no one could have thought up.  
 
Why is Jesus called “Christ”?  
 
The brief formula “Jesus is the Christ” expresses the core of the 
Christian faith: Jesus, the simple carpenter’s son from Nazareth, 
is the long-awaited Messiah and Savior. [436-440, 453] Both the 
Greek word “Christos” and the Hebrew word “Messiah” mean 
“the Anointed One”. In Israel kings, priests, and prophets were 
anointed. The →APOSTLES learned that Jesus was anointed 
“with the Holy Spirit” (Acts 10:38). We are called Christians 
after Christ, as an expression of our exalted vocation.  

Today, we ask ourselves: "And who is my neighbor?" (Luke 
10:29). There is a story of some Jews who were curious to see 
their rabbi disappear during the Sabbath vigil. They suspected 
he had a secret, perhaps with God, and entrusted one of them 
with the task of following him. And so he did, filled with emo-
tion, to a slum, where he saw the rabbi taking care of a woman 
and sweeping her house: she was paralyzed, and he served her 
and prepared a special meal for her for the feast. When he re-
turned, they asked the spy: "Where has he gone? To heaven, 
among the clouds and stars?" And he replied: "No! He has gone 
up much higher." 
 
Loving others with actions is the highest; it is where love is 
manifested. Do not pass by! "It is as if Christ Himself were cry-
ing out in these poor to beg the charity of the disciples," the Sec-
ond Vatican Council states in a document. 
 
To be a Good Samaritan means to change plans ("he approached 
him"), to dedicate time ("he took care of him"). This also leads 
us to contemplate the figure of the innkeeper, as Saint John Paul 
II said: “What could I have done without the innkeeper? In fact, 
the innkeeper, remaining anonymous, did most of the work. We 
can all act like him, fulfilling our own tasks with a spirit of ser-
vice. Every occupation offers the opportunity, more or less di-
rectly, to help those who need it (…). The faithful fulfillment of 
one’s professional duties is already practicing love for people 
and society.” 
 
Leaving everything to welcome those in need (the Good Samari-
tan) and doing one's work well out of love (the innkeeper) are 
the two forms of love that correspond to us: “‘Which...in your 
opinion, was neighbor?’ ‘The one who treated him with mercy.' 
Jesus said to him, 'Go and do likewise'" (Lk 10:36-37). 
 
Let us turn to the Virgin Mary and may She—who is our mod-
el—help us discover the needs of others, both material and spir-
itual.

Dzisiaj zadajemy sobie pytanie: «Kto jest moim 
bliźnim?» (Łk 10,29). Dwaj żydzi byli ciekawi dlaczego 
ich rabin zniknął w wigilię szabatu. Podejrzewali, że miał 
jakąś tajemnicę, może nawet z Bogiem, i kazali jednemu 
go śledzić... I ten tak uczynił, ale zdziwił się, bo znalazł 
rabina w ubogiej dzielnicy zamiatającego podłogę w do-
mu pewnej kobiety: ona była sparaliżowana, a on usługi-
wał jej przygotowując świąteczną wieczerzę. Kiedy 
wrócił, zapytał go ów szpieg: «Gdzie byłeś rabinie?; W 
niebie, pośród chmur i gwiazd?». A ten mu odpowiedział: 
«O nie!, byłem znacznie wyżej». 

 

Kochać innych przez uczynki, oto są owe wyżyny, to 
właśnie tam objawia się miłość. Nie przejść obojętnie!: 
«To sam Jezus Chrystus podnosi głos w ubogich, aby 
obudzić miłosierdzie w uczniach», potwierdza Sobór Wat-
ykański II w jednym z dokumentów. 

 

Być dobrym samarytaninem oznacza zmianę planów 
(«podszedł do niego»), poświęcenie czasu («opatrzył mu 
rany»)... To prowadzi nas także do rozważania postawy 
właściciela gospody. Św. Jan Paweł II powiedział: «Cóż 
by bez niego uczynił? Tak naprawdę to anonimowy gos-
podarz wykonał większą część roboty. Wszyscy możemy 
tak postępować wypełniając własne obowiązki w duchu 
służby. Każde zajęcie daje bardziej lub mniej bezpośred-
nio możliwość pomocy tym, którzy tego potrzebują (...). 
Wierne wypełnianie codziennych zadań to już prak-
tykowanie miłości do osób i społeczeństwa». 
 
Zostawić wszystko, aby służyć potrzebującym (dobry 
samarytanin) i z miłością dobrze wykonywać swoją pracę 
(gospodarz) są dwoma formami miłowania: «‘Któryż (...) 
okazał się bliźnim?’. ‘Ten, który mu okazał miłosierdzie’. 
Jezus mu rzekł: ‘Idź, i ty czyń podobnie’» (Łk 10,36-37). 
 
Przychodźmy do Maryi Dziewicy, a Ona, która jest wzo-
rem, pomoże nam odkrywać potrzeby innych, te material-
ne i duchowe.
