W calym $wiecie, ale takze w naszym wnetrzu miesza si¢ dobro
ze zlem; ale powinniSmy za czyms$ si¢ opowiedzie¢, wybrac,
zdajac sobie sprawe, ze wierno$¢ ta jest “niewygodna”.
Latwiejsze wydaje si¢ dostosowanie, lecz jednak jest mniej
ewangeliczne.

Mamy pokuse urzadzania “ewangelii” i “Jezusa” na swoja
modle, tak jak nam si¢ podoba, wedlug naszych gustow i
upodoban. A jednak powinni$my pamigtac, ze chrzescijanskie
zycie nie moze by¢ rutyna, zwyczajnym “jako$ tam bedzie”
pozbawionym ciaggltego pragnienia doskonalenia si¢. Benedykt
XVI powiedzial, ze «Jezus Chrystus nie jest prywatnym
przekonaniem lub abstrakcyjng doktryna, jest realng osoba,
ktorej wejscie w histori¢ jest w stanie przemieni¢ zycie kazdego
cztowiekay.

Jezus jest wzorem (powinnismy mie¢ “oczy zwrocone na
Niego”, szczegdlnie w trudno$ciach i przesladowaniach). On
dobrowolnie przyjat Krzyz, aby naprawi¢ naszg wolnos$¢ i
przywroci¢ nam szczesécie: «Wolnos¢ Boga 1 wolnos¢ cztowieka
ostatecznie spotkaty si¢ w jego ukrzyzowanym ciele» (Benedykt
XVI). Jesli bedziemy twac przy Jezusie, nic nas nie pokona.
Jego poswiecenie oznacza doktadne przeciwstawienie si¢
duchowe;j letniosci, w ktorej tak czgsto si¢ pograzamy.

Wierno$¢ wymaga odwagi i ascetycznej walki. Grzech i zlo
ciggle nas zwodza: dlatego jest walka i megstwo w trudzie
uczestniczenia w Mgce Chrystusa. Nienawis¢ do grzechu nie
jest pacyfistyczna. Krélestwo niebieskie wymaga trudu, walki i
pokonywania samych siebie, doznaje gwattu i ludzie gwaltowni
zdobywaja je (cf. Mt 11,12).

SUNDAY REFLECTIONS
SONAVA J3dTIOLI
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Today, —from Jesus' very lips— we can hear the frightening
avowal: "I have come to set the earth on fire” (Lk 12:49); “Do
you think that I have come to establish peace on the earth? No, |
tell you” (Lk 12:51). Being faithful to God entails division. For
truth is opposed to lies and deception; the spirit of charity is the
opposite of a selfish spirit; justice is the opposite of injustice...

In the world —and inside us— there is a mixture of good and
bad; and we must take sides, must make a choice, while being
conscious that faithfulness is “uncomfortable”. It seems far
easier to be flexible, but it is certainly far less evangelical.

We would like to have “the Gospels” and “a Jesus” tailored to
measure and going by our individual taste and passions. But we
must convince ourselves that Christian life is not just a simple
“routine”, a matter of “just keep going”, without a constant
desire for improvement and perfection. Benedict XVI affirms
that “Jesus Christ is not just a private conviction or an abstract
idea, but a real person, whose becoming part of human history
is capable of renewing the life of every man and woman.”

The supreme model is Jesus (we must “stare at Him fixedly”,
especially when in trouble or if persecuted). He voluntarily
accepted the ordeal of the Cross in order to restore our freedom
and recover our happiness: “In his crucified flesh, God's
freedom and our human freedom met definitively in an
inviolable, eternally valid pact” (Benedict XVI). If we have
Jesus on our minds we shall never lose heart. His sacrifice
represents the opposite to the spiritual lack of enthusiasm,
which so often engulfs us.

Loyalty requires courage and ascetical fight. Sin and evil are
constantly tempting us, and this is why a courageous fight and
effort along with our participation in the Passion of Jesus Christ
are a peremptory requirement. Hating sin is not easy. The
kingdom of Heaven demands effort, fight and violence upon us,
and the violent take it by force (cf. Mt 11:12).

Did Jesus have a soul, a mind, and a body just as we do?

Yes. Jesus “worked with human hands, he thought with a human
mind. He acted with a human will, and with a human heart he
loved” (Second Vatican Council, GS 22, 2). [470-476] The hu-
manity of Jesus is complete and includes also the fact that Jesus
possessed a soul and developed psychologically and spiritually.
In this soul dwelled his human identity and his special self-
consciousness. Jesus knew about his unity with his heavenly
Father in the Holy Spirit, by whom he allowed himself to be
guided in every situation of his life. MYSTERY (Greek mysteri-
on = secret): A mystery is a reality (or one aspect of a reality)
that in principle eludes rational knowledge. And Jesus increased
in wisdom and in stature. Lk 2:52 80

Why is Mary a Virgin?

God willed that Jesus Christ should have a true human mother
but only God himself as his Father, because he wanted to make a
new beginning that could be credited to him alone and not to
earthly forces. [484-504, 508-510] Mary’s virginity is not some
outdated mythological notion but rather fundamental to the life
of Jesus. He was born of a woman but had no human father.
Jesus Christ is a new beginning in the world that has been insti-
tuted from on high. In the Gospel of Luke, Mary asks the angel,
“How can this be, since I have no husband?”’ (= do not sleep
with a man, Lk 1:34); the angel answered, “The Holy Spirit will
come upon you” (Lk 1:35). Although the Church from the earli-
est days was mocked on account of her belief in Mary’s virgini-
ty, she has always believed that her virginity is real and not
merely symbolic. 117 for such a father as he must have been
does not exist among the fathers of men. . . WILHELM
WILLMS, Ave Eva (1930-2002, priest and writer) What the
Catholic faith believes about Mary is based on what it believes
about Christ. CCC 487 81

Did Mary have other children besides Jesus?

No. Jesus is the only son of Mary in the physical sense. [500,
510] Even in the early Church, Mary’s perpetual virginity was
assumed, which rules out the possibility of Jesus having brothers
and sisters from the same mother. In Aramaic, Jesus’ mother
tongue, there is only one word for sibling and cousins. When the
Gospels speak about the “brothers and sisters” of Jesus (for in-
stance, in Mk 3:31-35), they are referring to Jesus’ close rela-
tives.
