Today we read this Gospel so familiar to all of us, yet always so 
surprising. In this passage of the Beatitudes, Jesus offers us a 
way of life, a set of values that, according to Him, are what can 
truly make us happy. 

 

Happiness is surely the main goal we all seek in life. And if we 
were to ask people how they try to be happy, or where they look 
for their own happiness, we would find very different answers. 
Some would say in a well-grounded family life; others, in hav-
ing health and work; others, in enjoying friendship and leisure; 
and those perhaps most influenced by our consumerist society 
would say in having money, in being able to buy as many things 
as possible and, above all, in rising to higher social levels. 
 
These Beatitudes that Jesus proposes to us are not, precisely, the 
ones our world today puts before us. The Lord tells us that 
“blessed” will be the poor in spirit, the meek, those who mourn, 
those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, the merciful, the 
pure of heart, the peacemakers, those who are persecuted for the 
sake of righteousness… (cf. Mt 5:3–11). 

This message of the Lord is for those who want to live attitudes 
of detachment, humility, a desire for justice, concern and inter-
est for the problems of their neighbor, and who place everything 
else in the background. 

 

How much good we can do by praying, or by practicing frater-
nal correction, when we are criticized for believing in God and 
for belonging to the Church! Jesus tells us this clearly in His 
final Beatitude: “Blessed are you when they insult you and per-
secute you and utter every kind of evil against you falsely be-
cause of me” (Mt 5:11). 

 

Saint Basil says: “The rich man is not yet to be envied for his 
riches; nor the ruler for the weight of his office, nor the strong 
man for the robustness of his body, nor the wise man for the 
abundance of his speech. For these are instruments of virtue for 
those who use them well, not possessing blessedness in and of 
themselves.”

Dzisiaj, św. Jan swoją Ewangelię prezentuje nam na 
sposób poetycki – i wydaje się nie tylko wprowadzać – ale 
także czyni syntezę wszystkich elementów całej księgi. 
Fragment ten posiada rytmikę, która go czyni uroczystym. 
Poszczególne porównania, podobieństwa, powtórzenia i 
głęboka treść kreślą różnorodne kręgi. Punkt kulminacyjny 
całości odnajdujemy dokładnie pośrodku, w stwierdzeniu 
które doskonale zawiera w sobie czas Bożego Narodzenia: 
«A Słowo stało się ciałem i zamieszkało wśród nas» (J 
1,14). 

 

Autor mówi nam, że Bóg przyjął ludzką naturę i za-
mieszkał pośród nas. W tych dniach, odnajdujemy go w 
łonie rodziny: na razie w Betlejem, potem w Egipcie na 
wygnaniu, następnie w Nazarecie. 

 

Bóg zapragnął, by Jego Syn współdzielił nasze życie, i 
dlatego przechodzi przez wszystkie etapy ludzkiej 
egzystencji: w łonie Matki, narodziny i wzrastanie 
(niemowlę, dziecko, młodzieniec, i w końcu Jezus – 
Zbawiciel). 

 

I kontynuuje: «I oglądaliśmy Jego chwałę, chwałę, jaką 
Jednorodzony otrzymuje od Ojca, pełen łaski i prawdy» (J 
1,14). Także w tych pierwszych momentach śpiewali ani-
ołowie: «Chwała na wysokości Bogu», «a na ziemi 
pokój» (zob. Łk 2,14). Jednocześnie będąc 
pielęgnowanym przez swych rodziców: ubranym w 
pieluszki przygotowane przez Matkę, objęty troskliwą 
zręcznością ojca – dobrego i obrotnego – który Mu 
przygotował miejsce na tyle przyjazne na ile mógł. 
Ogarnięty wylewnością uczuć pasterzy, którzy przyszli go 
adorować, uśmiechając się czule i niosąc prezenty. 

 

To właśnie – jak w tym fragmencie Ewangelii – oferuje 
nam Słowo Boże, które jest Jego Mądrością. Do którego 
nas zaprasza, przez które udziela Życia w Bogu, wzras-
tania bez kresu, i także daje Światło, które pozwala 
widzieć wszystko, co jest na świecie w jego właściwym 
znaczeniu, z punktu widzenia Boga, dzięki 
„nadprzyrodzonemu wzrokowi”, z serdeczną 
wdzięcznością ku Temu, który całkowicie dał się ludziom 
na całym świecie, od kiedy pojawił się na nim jako 
Dziecię.
